A couple weeks ago, the Mexicali church met to con-

sider the progress that has been made in the con-

struction. Even thought the facilities are missing sev-

eral things, the congregation responded positively to 

the challenge to start the school in August saying, 

ñno matter what we are ready to start the school, 

even if that means weôll have to study on the floor, or 

host students in the dormitories without furniture.ò  

The congregationôs 

commitment is such 

that the brethren are 

eager to start, even 

when there is no A/C 

to make the 110 de-

gree  weather more 

bearable. The con-

gregation is  trusting 

in God to provide for what is needed and they are 

also willing to serve and sacrifice themselves for the 

facilities to be ready .  

As Paul said to the Corinthians about the churches 

in Macedonia, ñand they did not do as we expected, 

but they gave themselves first to the Lord and then 

to us in keeping with God's willò (2 Cor. 8:5 NIV). We 

thank God for brethren like them. 

As of today, all contributions given for this work have 

been used to pay for the construction of the build-

ings. Yet, we need additional resources to properly 

equip and furnish the dormitories, the classrooms, 

library, and offices. These are the things still needed 

before we can begin teaching classes in August: 

¶ A/C units ($3000), 

¶ 2 LCD TVs for videoconference training 

¶ Desks and chairs,  chalkboards, library furniture 

including bookshelves, window coverings 

¶ Printers, copy machine, telephones  

¶ Beds and coverings, bath towels and linens, 

dressers, shelving, work desktops.
